Last Lent, a group from our church
went through a book that took us through 40
days with the Lord’s Prayer.  We received a lot
of positive feedback about the book and the
reflections and sharing that it enabled, so
we’ve decided to do it again!  There’s a new
Lenten Journey book coming out soon:  Book of
Faith Lenten Journey:Marks of the Christian by
David L. Miller.  The book is a 40-day journey
through Romans, chapter 12, in which Paul
invites us to new life and identifies the marks
of the Christian life.  The book will invite us to
consider how our lives have been “marked” by
Christ and how we live our marked lives for
the sake of the world.  We will read the book
on our own, and meet on Sundays during the
season of Lent for shared reflections and
conversation.  If you would like to join in the
discussion, or if you’d simply like to have a
copy of your own, we will be placing an order
towards the end of January.  The basic price of
the book is $9.99, but if we are able to order 20
or more, the price will go down to $7.99.
