Pastor

About 25 years after
the Mayflower landed
on these shores comes
the story of a
Lutheran pastor
named Martin

Rinkart. He lived in Eilenberg in Saxony
during the siege of the Thirty Years War.
Eilenberg was a walled city that was
surrounded by Swedes and during the course
of the siege, more than 800 homes were burned
and many people within the walls suffered
from the plague and starvation. It got to the
point where the city's pastors were burying 12
people a day.

Then the pastors began to die, and before long,
only Martin Rinkart was left. It was so bad
that he was conducting 50 funerals a day. He
buried over 5,000 people that year, including
his own wife. I don't think we can even begin
to imagine how difficult that time must have
been for him.

A year later, in 1648, the war ended, and that
was when Martin Rinkart sat down and wrote
the following words:

Now thank we all our God, with heart and
hands and voices,

Who wondrous things has done, in whom this
world rejoices;

Who from our mothers' arms has blessed us on
our way

With countless gifts of love, and still is ours
today.

I'm sure you recognize them! And yet I have to
admit that I find it kind of inspiring to think of
all that Martin Rinkart went through, and yet
still being able to write those words and lead the
people in giving thanks and praise to God.

You and I are only human, and that means that
sometimes, we have a tendency to complain
when things don't go our way. It's easy enough
to find reasons to be unhappy today, given the
state of the economy and all the problems in our
country and in our world. But do we forget to
give thanks to God? To give thanks to God
anyway, in spite of all we see that's wrong?
When I see that kind of thanks being given, it
really shows me a person's faith.

So, in this month of November, won't you join
me in giving thanks to our God? And in this
stewardship season, even in these hard
economic times, won't you consider sharing
what you have with the church, and making it
an act of thanksgiving?

I certainly hope so!
