God never stops
working. Thank God
for that! But
sometimes, we stop
working for God.

A survey was taken recently among active
Christians, and the results are startling:
--70 percent never or rarely encouraged
someone tobelieve in God.
--45 percent never or rarely talked about their
faith.
--64 percent rarely pray.
--77 percent rarely read the Bible.

I wonder how the statistics would look if we
took that survey here in our church?

At the end of this month, we will again be
celebrating Reformation Sunday (this year it's
October 25th). And once again, we will
celebrate God's continuing work and call to
reform the church. But we also can't escape
remembering that German monk from the 16th
century who started it all. Through the grace
of God, Martin Luther was able to take a stand
for what he believed in, and the church
changed because he did. He said at one of his
trials that he was "captive to the Word of God"
and couldn't turn aside from it. Faith was
everything for Luther. He once declared, "We

are saved by the grace of God, through faith in
Jesus Christ." Luther's faith not only shaped
his own life, it changed the world.

In the past, we have celebrated Reformation
Day by hearing testimonies from some of our
members about their own faith. I have always
found these experiences to be inspiring, and I
hope you have, too. And I thank, once again,
those people who have been willing to share
with us.

But the question that I have always offered for
their reflection as they begin to prepare their
testimonies is: "What difference has your faith
made in your life?"

This month, I invite your own reflection on
that question. Where would you be without
your faith? How has your faith guided you,
inspired you, helped you? How has your life
been shaped by your devotion to Jesus?

These are important questions, because they
can put us back in touch with the many ways
that God is working in our lives. The church
will always need at least a little reformation.
But then, so will our faith. So ponder the
question-and put your faith to work for God!
